Top state and local leaders including Governor
Sonny Perdue, Atlanta Mayor Shirley Franklin,
East Point Mayor Joseph Macon, Fulton
County Commission Chairman John Eaves,

McPherson Planning Local Redevelopment
Authority took on the look and feel of an
event, rather than a regular Board meeting.
Representatives of every local television
network, radio and print media were there
to record the final approval and dignitaries’
remarks.

Governor Sonny Perdue announced that the
State of Georgia is seeking conveyance of an
approximately 115-acre parcel envisioned
as a Bioscience Center for interdisciplinary
research and technology transfer. If approved

by the Army, the research park would be
developed in partnership with Georgia public
and private research institutions, the Centers
for Disease Control and private investors.

MPLRA staff worked steadily to complete
the necessary documents following Board
approval and successfully submitted the
full application, including the Reuse Plan on
Friday, September 21, one day prior to the
BRAC deadline. HUD and the U. S. Army
have a period of 60 to 180 days to review the
plan for approval.

Voices on Fort McPherson’s Future*

A variety of top state and local leaders publicly
committed to the Fort McPherson Re-Use Plan and
voiced their broad support during the month of
September. Given here are some of their statements.

Governor Sonny Perdue: “The creation of a
scientific research park in Georgia will provide
significant economic development for the state of
Georgia for decades to come. The state of Georgia’'s
commitment to develop a research park will help
enhance a location that may otherwise be negatively
impacted by the loss of the Fort McPherson military
community.”

This multi-jurisdictional effort ensures
that the redevelopment plan will serve the needs of
all of our communities -- and | think that makes it a
win-win.”

East Point Mayor Joseph L. Macon: “Today's
announcement is a major milestone for those of us who
have been working diligently and collectively on a final
re-use plan . We have been committed to this project
from the very beginning. Fort McPherson has always
been a great partner to the City of East Point and the

City of Atlanta. The creation of a scientific research
park is only fitting as a legacy of this great collaboration
between our respective entities. A scientific research
park will have a major economic impact upon the City
of East Point and the City of Atlanta. It is noteworthy
that we were able to develop a plan that would also
have a major economic impact upon the entire state
of Georgia as well.”

Eaves: “Fort McPherson has been a valuable resource
to the United States Army, the citizens of Fulton
County and the entire nation. It is quite fitting that its
closure will bring affordable housing, employment and
green space to our community.”

Felker Ward, Jr., Chairman of the Board of
the MPLRA: “Support by the Governor and our
local elected leaders of our long-term vision for
Fort McPherson further reinforces the incredible
opportunity that this property’s re-use represents -
not only for our local and Metro area residents but for
all citizens of Georgia to benefit from economically.
